Health

The Health curriculum engages students in discovering an awareness of individual health empowerment through lifestyle decisions and their effects on physical,
emotional/mental, and social health. Particular areas of study will include wellness, proper nutrition and exercise for weight control, stress management and
suicide/bullying/violence prevention, substance use prevention, standard first aid, Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation with Automated External Defibrillation (CPR/AED),
healthy dating relationships, lifetime learning of reproductive health including healthy pregnancy, labor and delivery, sexually transmitted diseases, and contraceptive
information. One-half credit in Health is required for graduation.

Physical Education
Basic Physical Education is a well-rounded curriculum of fitness and sports skills. Students will receive instruction to improve their cardiovascular endurance, strength,
flexibility, and nutritional concepts.
