Students CAN Wear Students CANNOT Wear

TOPS LEAP Academy spirit wear.
Sweatshirts
Appropriate t-shirts (see prohibited 
images/wear to the right).
Sweaters

No crop tops. Shirts cannot be tied or 
tucked to make a crop top. 
No wording or pictures depicting drugs, 
alcohol, nudity, tobacco, demeaning to 
any race, religion, or sexual identity.
No RIPS or TEARS in clothing. 
No violent language or image.
No clothing that reveals visible 
undergarments.
No pajamas (unless it is a specific Spirit 
Day)

BOTTOMS Pants/jeans or equivalent of an 
appropriate length (e.g., a shirt, 
sweatpants, leggings, dress, shorts) 
that do not expose body parts.
Skirts/skorts/shorts that are of 
APPROPRIATE AND RESPECTFUL
length. 
Leggings with an APPROPRIATE 
TOP.

No pajamas (unless it is a specific Spirit 
Day)
No RIPS or TEARS in clothing.
No mini skirts.
No exposed body parts. 
No see through leggings.

SHOES Must securely fasten to your whole foot.
For safety:

Physical Education: Safe shoes-
closed-toe 

No slippers/house shoes.

HEADGEAR Verified Religious or Medical headgear ONLY No bonnets, durags, scarves, bandanas, 
hats of any kind, or any material that could 
impede recognition or vision.
No headphones outside of the classroom.

ACCESSORIES CLEAR BACKPACKS (Amazon LINK )
All book bags, backpacks, and large 
totes must be clear and completely 
see-through. They must be stored in 
classrooms or designated cubbies 
immediately upon arrival. They may 
not be carried from class to class.
Classroom Exception: Students are 
permitted to carry a small purse, 
handheld, non-transparent pencil 
pouch, or a small clutch/wristlet (no 
larger than 5" x 8") for personal 
hygiene items or school supplies.  
These bags are subject to search 
upon arrival.

No backpacks that are not clear
Purses larger than 10 inches
No sunglasses, robes, or blankets
No accessories that could be considered 
dangerous or a distraction to instruction.

RESPONSIBILITIES:
Parents/Guardians will be responsible for ensuring students comply with the dress code each day. Any student who 
arrives at LEAP not in dress code will need to be brought to the Resource Coordinator, School Social Worker, or 
Office to:

Borrow clothing for the day. Returned before leaving. 
Call home for the correct clothing
If a student refuses to wear appropriate clothing, the parent will need to provide transportation home.  

Cincinnati Public Schools Dress Code Policy - Students who are not compliant with the LEAP dress code will have 
their parents notified and asked to bring a change of clothing. If parents cannot bring clothes, students will be asked to 
change into clothing provided by LEAP Academy.
