Curriculum
Within the Hayward Unified School
District, we promote a safe and peaceful
learning environment that is free from
bullying, harassment, discrimination and
intimidation. One way we do this is by
proactively teaching positive lessons about
diverse identities and history that are
integrated into language arts, history, art,
physical education and many other
content areas. The lessons help educators
build classroom communities where we
can cooperate respectfully and learn
together every day.

This program provides services to young
people who identify as LGBTQIA+. We
know that these youth are at a
significantly higher risk of alcohol and
other drug use, depression, anxiety, and
suicide. Since 1992, LAMBDA has
provided a safe, supportive environment
for these youth and their friends to meet
and discuss the issues that they deal with
in their day- to-day lives.
