¢ What are some conflicts present through-
out? Can these conflicts relate to real life
events?

¢ What are some of the most important pas-
sages or lines of the story? These might be
major events of the story, beautiful descrip-
tions, character development, etc.

¢ If the text you chose is nonfiction, consider
what message the author seeks to convey,
the choices the author makes to convey that
message, the author’s purpose for writing
the story, and any background/contextual
information to the topic someone who
reads it must know.
