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223. USE OF MOTOR VEHICLES

Due to the increased volume of traffic on the roads today and the increasing concern for
the student’s safety, the Joint Operating Committee shall restrict students from driving to
the Monroe Career and Technical Institute. However, there will be exceptions made for
those students in the Cooperative Education Program. Temporary permits will be issued
on an as needed basis at the discretion of the Administration.

If a student qualifies for a driving permit, s/fhe must adhere to the following guidelines:

1. The student must complete a student vehicle registration form (223.1) and submit it to
the office. The form will contain all the written authorizations for the driving permit.
Authorization is required from the career and technical institute before home school
authorization.

2. If a permit is issued, the student must follow all school and Pennsylvania driving
regulations.

3. The student must park in the designated student parking area.
4. Loitering in the vehicle will not be permitted.

5. The parking tag is to be displayed in clear view through the front windshield.

6. All student vehicles found on school property during school hours without a proper
permit and registration, may be subject to removal according to the Pennsylvania
Motor Vehicle Code and Joint Operating Committee policy.

7. A student may not transport passengers in their vehicle without receiving prior
approval by MCT]I administration AND written permission from the parents of the
driver and passenger(s). Driver and passenger(s) who violate this policy will be
subject to disciplinary consequences.
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
