Create at least 5 different 
equations where the answer is 

1,776.  Solve each equation, 
showing all work. 

Colonial Populations 
 

Find population numbers for 5 
colonies in 1776 and calculate the 
mean, median, and interquartile 

range.  Show your work. 

The Grand Parade Float 
 

Design a parade float! On paper, 
draw a composite shape made of 
at least one quadrilateral and two 
right triangles. Measure the sides 
in inches. Calculate the area of 
each piece and the total area of 

your float. 

Parade Inequalities
