REGISTRATION FOR ALL SCHOOLS 
begin on June 1, 2026.  
 
Both new and returning students must register 
online by verifying, updating, and uploading the 
required enrollment information and then 
scheduling an appointment with school staff to 
pick up calendars, purchase student planners, 
and complete a home language survey. 
 
Current families will receive a letter with 
their own unique snapcode and steps to 
register. 
 
ALL PARENTS will be asked to supply proof of 
residency from each of the following 
categories: 
1)​ Current mortgage or lease               
     agreement, contract for house; 
     only if a new purchase 
2)​ Two current utility bills are showing 
     date no more than 30 days old;                         
3)​ Illinois driver’s license or Illinois  
     State ID card with current address 
 
Also, an original birth certificate is needed 
for any new student to the district for the first 
time. 
All forms of residency proof must be originals 
with addresses within district boundaries.  
Additional proof of residency may be requested 
by the school secretary or National 
Investigations (vendor used for residency), at 
the District’s discretion. 
Parents or Guardians making a fraudulent 
registration will be charged tuition for the 
time the child has been enrolled, and 
possible criminal charges may be filed. 

Unless students are registered PRIOR to 
the first day of class, they WILL NOT be 
allowed in class on Wednesday, August 19. 

Pre K 
The first day of school for ALL Returning  
Pre-K is Monday, August 24, 2026.  All new 
Pre-K students must register online. New 
students will be screened and given a start 
date.  
 
Children from all households will be asked to fill 
out an income verification form.  This form is 
attached and will inform the district if the 
student is eligible for benefits. You must 
complete the form and return it to the school 
during registration. If you have questions, 
please contact the Assistant Principal at 
Wentworth Intermediate at 708-868-7926.

HEALTH RECORDS 
All students registering for Kindergarten, 
entering from an out-of-state school, and 6th 
graders are required to have a NEW physical 
examination done before registration.  
 
JUNIOR HIGH PHYSICALS 
If your child plans to participate in any junior 
high interscholastic sports activities during the 
2026-2027 school year, they will need a new 
physical exam to be completed before they are 
allowed to participate. 

 
DENTIST 
All second and sixth-graders are required to 
have a dental examination done before May 9, 
2026. 

VISION 
The law calls for the eye exam to take place 
one year prior to kindergartners starting school 
in the fall and for all students who are entering 
school for the first time in Illinois. Proof of the 
eye exam must be submitted by October 15 of 
each school year. 

TRANSPORTATION 
Anyone living more than 1.5 miles from their 
school will be provided with bus service. If you 
live less than 1.5 miles and you have a bus stop 
close to your home, you may be eligible to 
purchase bus service for $200.00 (paid in 
advance) for the entire year, if there is a seat 
available.
