The ideal candidate will be responsible for coaching student-athletes, fostering a 
positive and inclusive team environment, and promoting sportsmanship, leadership, and academic 
excellence. The Volleyball Coach will guide the team in all aspects of the sport, from skill development to 
competitive play, while supporting the holistic growth of each student-athlete. They also will support with 
scheduling, transportation, inventory, and all other logistics of coaching a youth sports team.

• Plan, organize, and execute effective practices, drills, and game strategies that develop players' 
Volleyball skills, teamwork, and understanding of the game.  

• Plan, and coordinate in conjunction with the Assistant Principal, or their designee, the practice and 
game schedule for the season.
