	High-Quality Curriculum and Instruction 2: Hiring highly Qualified teachers to deliver curriculum and instruction. Use Multi-Classroom Coaches to support classrooms teachers with implementing curriculum. Professional development monthly for teachers to enhance their skills and knowledge, Culturally responsive teaching. Monthly family and community engagement events take place. Data driven instruction and collaborative curriculum planning. Monthly Social Emotional initiatives are hosted to support both students and staff to ensure students are meeting the rigorous curriculum. 
	Parent-Teacher conferences 1: Parent teacher conferences will be held quarterly providing in-person and virtual options to discuss compact and student progress. Falkener will use Class Dojo and the school website to communicate school-wide initiatives and family events for families. Provide copies of the school impact during our Back to School Night in September 2026. 
	Reports on Student Progress 1: Parents will have access to review student reports using Infinite Campus weekly. Report cards will be dispersed to parents quarterly during our curriculum events. Communication logs will be used to hold details from parent and teacher meetings. Parents may review Class Dojo portfolios to review student progress daily. 
	Reasonable Access to Staff 1: Parents may communicate with staff via Class Dojo, via telephone, via email with a 24-hour response time for non-emergency situation. Parents may request conferences  through scheduling at the front office during designated office hours. 
	Opportunities to volunteer and participate in student's class or observe 1: Written parental involvement policy in the school’s handbook. Weekly newsletters with grade level announcements. Our social worker will be our community liason ensuring volunteers have a seemless registration experience. Promoting our school events and volunteer opportunities on the school website or social media platforms.
	Regular two-way communication between family and school in understandable language 2: Providing translated newsletters, flyers and digital messages via Class Dojo. Parent-teacher conference with interpreters availiable if needed. Multiple communication channels (in-person, virtual, social media, apps with translation features) 
	Parent support of children's learning 2: Ensuring my student is attending school daily and on-time with limited early release days. Making sure that homework is completed daily and that my student reads for 20 minutes daily. Volunteering in my child’s classroom. Attending monthly parent engagement events held at school. Reviewing Class Dojo weekly for school-wide announcements. 
	Student commitment to achievement 2: Take home and return homework folder daily. Attend school daily with appropriate classroom materials. Complete my homework daily and solicit help from my parent if necessary. Read at least 30 minutes every day outside of school time.
Give to my parents or the adult who is responsible for my welfare all notices and information received by me from my school every day.
	Parent support of children's learning 4: In September we will host our Annual Title I Night in collaboration with our Back to School Night for families, allowing parents to build relationships with staff and visit student classrooms. In October, we will host our Literacy Night, where families will learn tips to support literacy at home. Books and other items will be in a toolkit given to parents in attendance to use at home. In October and March we will host our Power Hour nights to provide families with an in-depth learning experiences of core curriculum areas that are being taught each semester. In April, we will host a Data Lunch and Learn to inform parents on students progress using student data notebooks.
