Gilmore attempts drug suicide

SALT LAKE CITY, Utah (AP) —
Convicted killer Gary Mark Gil-
more attempted to take his own life
with a drug overdose today, a med-
ical technician at the Utah State
Prison reported

In addition, police in Springville
said a woman believed to be Gil-
more's girlfriend was found un-
concsclous in her apartment, also
of an apparent drug overdose.

Gilmore had been scheduled to
be executed by a {iring squad Mon-
day, but the execution was de-
layed. He was sentenced for the
killing of a motel clerk during a

robbery

Although there was no immedi-
ate confirmation that the woman
found unconscious was Gilmore's
girlfriend, Springville Police Chief
Leland Bowers said he believed it
was she and that it appeared to be a
suicide attempt

Gllmore's girlfriend, Mrs. Nicole
Barrell, 20, of Springville, has been
visiting him daily in the prison

A spokesman at Utah Valley Hos-
pital in Provo sald the woman
taken from the apartment was in
critical condition of apparent drug
overdose

Tom Anguay,
found unconscious in his cell and

The technician at the prison,
sald Gllmore was

tried to OD,"" Anguay said.

Anguay sald he did not know

what kind of drug was used but Gil-
more has been on medication.

He said Gilmore was conscious

after treatment but said nothing

Mrs. Barrett was warned Mon-

day before visiting Gilmore that

she was known to have purchased
sleeping pills on prescription and

must nol bring them to the prison
Deputy Warden Leon Hatch said

Hatch said she was subjected to
skin searches by a matron before
each of her visits and that Gilmore
was scarched before and after each
visit

Earlier, Utah Gov Calvin Ramp-
ton had sald that since he stayed
Gilmore's execution, he had re-
ceived hundreds of letters and tele-
phone calls — mostly from "ex-
tremists’’ on both sides of the

question.
