1. Narrative description of the Proposition 28 arts education programs funded (2500 character limit).

Elementary School Arts Education: CUSD prioritizes equitable arts access, dedicating 100% of funds to hiring certificated music teachers. This ensures all elementary students (TK-5) receive weekly music instruction from a CUSD employee. Historically, prior to

the 2023-2024 school year, only grades 4-5 received instruction from CUSD music teachers, with reliance on contracted employees and parent donations. In 2024-2025, CUSD expanded its elementary music teacher FTE to 12, providing instruction to all TK-5
students and McAuliffe middle schoolers (grades 6-8). For the 2025-2026 school year, two additional music teachers have been hired, bringing the total to 14 credentialed music teachers delivering this instruction.

Middle School Arts Education: The ‘arts education program' is broadly defined, encompassing instruction, training, supplies, materials, and partnerships across dance, media arts, music, theatre, and visual arts. This includes diverse areas like folk art, painting,

sculpture, photography, craft arts, graphic arts, design, computer coding, animation, music composition, ensembles, script writing, costume design, film, and video. The approved waiver for all allocations to date (2023-2024, 2024-2025, 2025-2026) provided

flexibilty to procure supplies for arts elective programs. This has led to tangible middle school enhancements, such as modernized sound systems, 3D printers for STEAM and arts electives, expanded tools in Wood and Metal shops, support for after-school
for arts-related field trips, new software, music cleaning and repair, and after-school art clubs.
