BACK TO SCHOOL NIGHTS

Each West Fargo Public Schools’ building hosts a two-hour event prior to the first scheduled day
of school. While all elementary and middle school learners must be accompanied by an adult
throughout the event; parents are also encouraged to attend with their high school learners.

Allow learners to understand the layout of the building

Allow learners to bring their school supplies
